• Read product label for specific directions.
• If filling deep cracks or large knots, we recommend  
 using a layering technique: 
 1. Apply a thin layer of Instant Bond adhesive.
 2. Spray the adhesive with Instant  
  Bond Accelerator. 
 3. Wait at least 30 seconds, and repeat until  
  crack or knot is completely filled.
